LANDSCAPING SERVICES

The Winchester Housing Authority (WHA) is seeking proposals for landscaping services for WHA property located at Project 667-1 (29-49 Palmer Street, Winchester, MA 01890) and 667-2 (1-35 Westley Street).  Please submit proposals to Joseph M. Lally, Executive Director, 13 Westley Street, Winchester, MA 01890 no later than June 20, 2010 at 4:00 PM. Location of Work

The 29-49 Palmer Street Development contains four three-story buildings and two one story buildings (52 one bedroom apartments and a community room).  1-35 Westley Street contains 4 three story buildings; two two-story buildings and one one-story (60 one bedroom units and a community rooms and administration office). 51-53 Palmer Street contains three two story family housing units (two two-bedroom units and one two bedroom unit). 

Some areas are overgrown with wild and dead shrubbery. 

The Housing Authority would like to receive proposals to landscape the grounds surrounding the developments, maintaining the ground, cutting shrubs and hedges, and picking-up up leaves and branches and fallen trees and limbs.

The proposal should included a price per task: 1. periodic lawn mowing  2. reseeding and fertilizing, 3. autumn clean-up, 4. spring clean-up,  and 4. hedge trimming and bush removal  

Summary of Work

The work consists of:

Replant grass where necessary and remove all weeds, dead bushes and shrubs and wild shrubs. Replace grown over areas with a low maintenance shrubs and bushes
The contractor must properly clean the area and disposed at a proper site in accordance with all town ordinances and state laws.

The Winchester Housing Authority estimates the total cost of the work to be $6,000.00. The Housing Authority is willing to negotiate terms allowing the contractor to place a sign at or near the place of work advertising his business.
The contractor selected to perform the work by the WHA should expect to begin work on July 1, 2010.

Certificate of Insurance

The contractor shall take out and maintain insurance coverage with landscaping and any other service operations performed on WHA property. All policies shall be issued by companies authorized to write that type of insurance under the laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.

Payments

The WHA will make weekly payments for completed work upon presentment of a proper invoice from the contractor.

The contractor shall be responsible to the WHA for all expenses, losses, and damages incurred in consequence of any defect, omission, or mistake of the contractor or any of its employees, subcontractors and suppliers.

Termination

The Winchester Housing Authority may terminate the agreement for services for any reason by providing the contractor with 14-day written notice.
