TRASH REMOVAL SERVICES

The Winchester Housing Authority (WHA) is seeking proposals for landscaping services for WHA properties located at Project 667-1 (29-49 Palmer Street, Winchester, MA 01890) and 667-2 (1-35 Westley Street) and 705 (51-53 Palmer Street.. Location of Work

The 29-49 Palmer Street Development contains four three-story buildings and two one story buildings (52 one bedroom apartments and a community room).  1-35 Westley Street contains 4 three story buildings; two two-story buildings and one one-story (60 one bedroom units and a community rooms and administration office). 51-53 Palmer Street contains three two story family housing units (two two-bedroom units and one two bedroom unit). 
Scope of Work 

The Housing Authority would like to receive proposals to remove trash from the bins and around and behind the bins situated throughout this campus style development. The constructor is also responsible for removing trash from the two community rooms. The contractor is responsible for removing and disposal of discarded televisions, CRTs, computers and other electronic devices, mattresses, couches, chairs and similar items and the WHA will reimburse the contractor for any reasonable fee associated with disposal of special items. 
The contractor shall remove the trash every Tuesday and Friday, except holidays in which case an alternative day may substitute, from the WHA properties and properly dispose of the trash and garbage collected. 

The Winchester Housing Authority estimates the total cost of the work to be $16,000.00. 

The contractor selected to perform the work by the WHA should expect to begin work on July 1, 2010.

Certificate of Insurance

The contractor shall take out and maintain insurance coverage with landscaping and any other service operations performed on WHA property. All policies shall be issued by companies authorized to write that type of insurance under the laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.

Payments

The WHA will make weekly payments for completed work upon presentment of a proper invoice from the contractor and receipt ford disposal of special items. The contractor shall be responsible to the WHA for all expenses, losses, and damages incurred in consequence of any defect, omission, or mistake of the contractor or any of its employees, subcontractors and suppliers.

Termination

The Winchester Housing Authority may terminate the agreement for services for any reason by providing the contractor with 14-day written notice.
